A. Official Online Application-Due Immediately  

B. Deposit- Due with Official Online Application  

C. Official Paperwork-Due within 48 hours of receiving in official Welcome Letter/
Email  

i. Title holder’s agreement  

ii. Credit Card Authorization Form (Only used if in violation of contract or on 
delinquent accounts)  

iii. Photo/Advertising release  

D. Headshot: Professional photo due within 30 days, No sash and crowns allowed  

E. Copy of Birth Certificate, Naturalization, or permanent resident card  

F. Copy of drivers license or identification card  

G. Final divorce decree for any previously married Miss & Ms. Contestants  

H. Ad Page artwork/$299 fee/forms (as soon as they are ready, but NO LATER 
than one month before pageant)  

I. Mrs. – copy of marriage license  

J. Any other documents requested by director  

K. Judges Bio- 4 hard copies, typed (2 weeks prior to pageant mail to state pageant 
office)

Do I have to compete in and win a preliminary competition in 

order to compete in the national pageant?  

D.C, Maryland and Virginia does have a state competition that 

you must compete in order to go to the national pageant. Other 

states may or may not have local preliminaries available in your 

area, if there is not a preliminary pageant in your state apply di-

rectly with the national office.  

How long does it take to receive my sash and crown?  

Once the sash is ordered it generally takes 4-6 weeks for pro-

duction.  

Is there a minimum amount of tickets I am required to sell? 

Yes, there is a 2 ticket requirement foreach contestant to be 

sold.  

When do tickets go on sale?  

Tickets typically go on sale 2-4 weeks prior to the pageant. You 

will be notified when they go on sale and given instructions on 

how to purchase tickets.  

Do children under 2 need a ticket?  

No, But children 3+ will need a ticket.  

Will the pageant be televised?  

We are hoping for a Live Stream, details TBA.

Are there any required rehearsals prior to the pageant? 

No. All rehearsals will take place during pageant week-

end. Optional workshop will be scheduled as well as 

some sponsored coaching sessions!
